In the 2021-2022 academic year, the number of students and
applicants increased, the library, laboratory, material and technical
bases, building conditions were improved and updated, a closed sports
hall, a student cafeteria was built, the security system was
strengthened and the educational environment was improved.

As a result of a number of agreements concluded with
employers, professional educational programs, and the organization of
internships will be improved, also practical and master classes will be
implemented.

The university makes great efforts in raising the recognition of
EUA, both in the Armenian and European higher education
environment, by participating in Armenian and European seminars,
discussions, exhibitions, workshops, conferences, presenting the
university, as well as by bringing the acquired to EUA.

The

technical activities of the European University are planned,

teaching-methodological, research and scientific-
coordinated and regulated by the EUA Scientific Council chaired
by the Rector.
25% of the EUA Scientific Council are EUA students, 25%
are ex-officio members, 50% are elective members.
55% of the EUA Scientific Council has a scientific degree, 47%
of which are Doctors of Science.

The number of EUA students in the 2021-2022 academic year
increased by 9% compared to the previous year, becoming 1908,
and as a result of which we have the following picture:

Full-time Bachelor’s Degree: 806 students,
Part-time Bachelor’s Degree: 983 students,
Full-time Master’s degree: 93 students,

36% of the university students are students from Kapan,
Ijevan, Gyumri and Vanadzor branches.

In the 2021-2022 academic year, about 13% of the total
number of EUA Yerevan students (1199 students) were citizens of
other countries, including:

There is a preparatory division at the European University of
Armenia, which in 2021-2022 academic year had 328 students,
about 55% of whom are foreigners.

In order to ensure the implementation of the professional
educational programs, the EUA library is continuously replenished.
At the beginning of the reporting year, 168 professional books were
purchased, 5% of which were on law, 15% on tourism, 40% on
psychology, 9% on graphic design, 23% on economics, 10% on

fiction, as well as 1081 electronic books.

During the 2021-2022 academic year, 736 students used the
EUA library, of which 281 were law studies (38.2%), 254 economics
(34.4%), 39 international relations (5.3%), 61 tourism (8.2%), 21
linguistics (2.8%), 21 psychology (2.8%), 14 graphic design (1.9%),
19 information technologies (2.5%), including students specializing
in microelectronic circuits and systems, and 26 preparatory
department (3.5%) students.

It is noteworthy that the majority of students using the
library (38.2%) are from the faculty of Law, but in terms of
purchasing literature, legal literature is one of the least purchased

literatures (5%).

In a reporting year EUA academic staff published 171
scientific articles about 35% of which in prestigious international
scientific journals. Most of the scientific articles belong to the
lecturers of the Chairs of Management, Graphic Design and
Psychology. The lecturers of the Chair of Management and Chair
of Microelectronic Circuits and Systems are the leading publishers
in international journals.

In 2021-2022 academic year the representatives of the EUA
academic staff presented 88 reports at scientific events and
conferences about 52% of which in international conferences. The
lecturers, taking an active participation in the conferences, were
mainly from Chairs of Psychology, Microelectronic Circuits and
Systems and Graphic Design. The lecturers of the Chairs of
Microelectronic Circuits and Systems and Graphic Design stand
out in the number of reports in the international conferences.

Within 2021-2022 academic yeat 160 lecturers from EUA
academic staff participated in trainings. 49% lecturers took part in
professional trainings, 26% - methodological. More than 25% of
the methodological trainings were organized by the European
University of Armenia.

During the reporting period, 15 monographs were published
by EUA faculty members, 6 of which were published abroad and 9
educational manuals. About 42% of the published monographs
and educational manuals belong to the lecturers of the
Management Chair.

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The results of the monitoring carried out by the EUA
Quality Assurance Department are analyzed and presented at EUA
Rectorate meetings, and the results analysis reports are kept in the
department.

In order to comprehensively study the issues raised
and revealed during surveys and monitoring, a number of focus
group discussions were also conducted, the protocols of which are
also available in the department.

The activity of the department is coordinated and
regulated by the head of the department.

As a result of surveys, monitoring and focus group
discussions, the EUA Quality Assurance Department made a
number of recommendations to the management of the university
in order to improve the quality of EUA education, which are also

presented in the "Conclusions" section of the reports.

As part of the implementation of her functions, the head of
the EUA Quality Assurance Department, being a member of the
EUA Scientific Council, took part in the discussions, submitted for
the scientific council's approval the revised version of the
regulation "Preparation and submission of articles submitted for

publication in the EUA "European University" collection of
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scientific articles" as a result of cooperation with the EUA Science
Department, EUA Archive Code of Conduct, Library Code of
Conduct, EUA Accountability Policy and Procedure, etc.

At this stage, in cooperation with the EUA Lawyer, the issues
of amending the rules of benefits and document circulation are
being discussed, which will also be submitted to the Scientific

Council for discussion and approval in the near future.

Head of the EUA Quality Assurance Department Karine
Sargsyan and department employee Tatevik Movsisyan conducted
a research on the application of European quality assurance
standards and benchmarks in RA universities during the reporting
period, the results of which were published in the "European
University" collection of scientific articles under the title
"Application of FEuropean quality assurance standards and
benchmarks in RA universities" the scientific article, which has a
great scientific value in the context that scientific researches and
publications regarding the improvement of the quality and
consistency of higher and professional education in general are

almost not carried out in RA.
