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AND TRANSFER OF ACADEMIC CREDITS
OF THE EUROPEAN UNIVERSITY OF
ARMENIA

1. GENERAL PROVISIONS

1.1. ECTS is a unified pan-European system,
which provides the unified assessment of
of higher

education, formal recognition and transfer

students’ learning outcomes

from university to wuniversity in the

European Higher Education Area.

1.2. The order on accumulation and transfer
of academic credits at the EUA is based on
the decision of RA Government adopted on
the 27" of December in 2005 “On the
contribution of credit system in higher
education system of RA” (No. 2307) and the

exemplary order" Organization of credit
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system of education in Higher Education
Institutions”" by RA Minister of Education
and Science on the 19% of June in 2007, No.
588-A.

1.3. The full educational workload of the
student for the academic year is equal to 60
academic credits.

1.4. Credits are set for all courses in the
education program, that reflect the full
workload of curricular, extracurricular and
independent work. The student earns the
credit if he / she successfully completes the
relevant course and provides a positive

grade.

1.5. A full-time student must have a study
load of 30 credits per semester (including
extracurricular and independent work) and

a part-time student must have 24 credits.

2. BASIC CONCEPTS

a) Competence is a dynamic combination of
knowledge, perception, abilities and skills,
the formulation of which is the main
purpose of the education program. It can be
professional (specific to a particular field of

study) and general (irrespective of the field).

b) The learning outcome is what the student
should know, understand and / or be able to

do at the end of his/her studies. The learning
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outcome is coupled with an appropriate
assessment criterion, which enables to judge
the learning outcome of the course. The
the

criterion together determine the credit

learning outcome and assessment

requirements.

c) The course is the smallest, relatively
independent part of the curriculum for
which credit is given. The duration of the
course is 1 semester with mandatory
assessment of learning outcomes. Credits for
the course are awarded completely, not in
separate parts.

d) ECTS credit is a conditional unit of
measurement of the student workload
expressed in hours required to complete the
course and achieve its output, which is given
to the student after a positive assessment of

the intended learning outcomes.

e) The most important features of ECTS are:
e ECTS curriculum includes all types of
curricular, extracurricular and independent
learning educational works of a student
including the participation in lectures,
seminars and workshops, laboratory works,
internships, coursework, preparation and
taking of graduation and term papers,
passing the exams and individual research
works, etc.,

e The

workload and does not assess the degree of

credit only measures student
complexity of the course, the level in the
education program or the quality of its
learning by the student (assessment),

e The credit is given to the student only
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after meeting the criteria for evaluating the
learning outcome specified in the course.
The student earns the full amount of credits
allocated to the course along with the exam
results (Rating units and grades),

e ECTS credit does

e The credit does not replace a student
grade and the number of credits is not
determined by the grades he/ she received,

o The credit does not measure the quality
of student’s knowledge, it is measured by
grades.

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3. MAIN FUNCTIONS OF CREDIT

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3.3. The main features of «credit
accumulation are:
- The curricilum consists of both

compulsory and selective courses, the
sequence of appropriation of which is
limited only by the requirements of the
courses,

- Availability of students' choice of courses
and their enrollment of registration
procedures,

- Availability of individual student learning
programs,

- If there is more than one course of
academic streaming, student may choose
them depending on the course schedule

and / or preference of the lecturer.

4. STANDARDS

4.1. Annual workload and teaching load.

4.1.1. 1 ECTS credit is equivalent to a
student's full 30 (curricular, extracurricular

and independent work) teaching load.

4.1.2. The duration of the academic year is
52 weeks, of which at least 32 are for

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4.1.3. The student's weekly full teaching
load is 45 academic hours maximum, which

is equivalent to 1.5 ECTS credits.

4.1.4. The student's weekly classroom load
in bachelor's academic program can be 23-
30 hours and the master's academic program
15-22 hours.

4.1.5. The student enrolled in full-time
learning system must have 30 credits per
semester and 60 credits teaching load per

academic year (10% allowable deviation).

4.1.6. The student enrolled in part-time
learning system must have 24 credits per
semester and 48 credits teaching load per

academic year (10% allowable deviation).

4.2. The allocation of credits:
4.2.1. The allocation of credits to individual
courses of the curriculum is based on a
realistic prediction of the average level

4.2.4. The credits provided for the course
should have full value in order to avoid the
risk of fragmentation of the curriculum and
to facilitate the choice of courses (including

other academic programs).

c) other educational block (35-40 ECTS

credits), including coursework, internships

and final certification.

5.1.5. Credits for Master's courses at the
EUA are assigned by distinguishing the
following educational components:

a) professional block (80 ECTS credits),
which includes mandatory and optional

courses,
b) Research block (22 ECTS credits),
c) Final Attestation (18 ECTS credits).

5.3.2. Elective courses are reflected in the
curricula.

a) Each elective course is delivered within
one semester.

b) The student must choose any course or
courses from the elective courses offered by
the Professional Chair that should include
courses with the same schedule and time
structure.

¢) With a unified system, with appropriate
norms or selective courses can be introduced
for students of all specialties in both general
and professional educational blocks.

d) The lists in the curriculum are the names
of the courses to be selected. If one elective
course is provided by the Chair in this
group, at least two elective courses must be
nominated. The Chair may provide at least
two or more elective courses. To select two
elective courses, three or more courses must
be offered, from which two courses will be
selected. At least four courses must be
offered for the three elective courses and so
on.

e) Instead of selective courses, the student's
workload may include a subject studied as a
result of mobility, with a corresponding

credit, which is reflected in the curriculum.

5.3.4. The process of registering for selective
courses is organized by the respective Chairs
in the following procedure:

a) Professional Chairs present programs of
elective courses, conditions of selection
(several courses must be selected) for two
semesters of the following academic year.
Information on elective courses is made
available to students.

b) If necessary, a representative of the
professional Chair presents the contents of
the courses to the students in details in order
to make the selection more effective.

c) Student registration is done within 2
weeks after giving the information to
students.

d) Each academic group may be divided into
maximum two groups for the study of
selective courses, each of which will study a
separate elective course.

e) The given selective course will be held if
no less than 10 students are registered in the
case of the vocational section, 25 students in
the case of the general education section,
otherwise, the small number of students
registered in the given course will be offered

to join an established group.

8.4.2. The assessed credit is the part of total
credit that is assessed by different grades

+, C-), that is, this indicator contains a part
of total credit.

8.4.3. The rating point is the sum of the
outputs of all assessed credits and their
corresponding grades.

The letter grades in the Academic Transcript
are identified by equivalent numeric units
based on the assessments of the table
(Appendix 2). The rating point of any course
is determined by the output of the credits
and student grades assigned to the course
(for example, if a 4 credit course is assessed
B (77), then the course grade of the RP is 4
credits X 77, that is, 308 rating points: 400
possible):
