REGULATIONS ON

ALLOCATION OF SUBSIDIES AND
SCHOLARSHIPS TO THE STUDENTS OF
THE EUROPEAN UNIVERSITY OF
ARMENIA.

(new edition)

1. GENERAL PROVISIONS
1.1. This regulation defines the procedure
and conditions for the full and partial
reimbursement of tuition fees in the form of
student benefits of the European University
of Armenia (hereafter the University, EUA),
as well as the allocation of scholarships.

1.2. The legal bases of this regulation are the
RA Laws "On Education" and "On Higher and
Post-Graduate  Professional = Education”,
University Charter, 2006 RA Government
Decision No. 1183-N of July 27, other legal
acts.

1.3. The provisions of this regulation apply to

students with RA citizenship who are

enrolled in Bachelor's and Master's
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Mbwnniejwu hwdwp wnwyouwhtipe

educational programs and are studying both
full-time and part-time .

1.4. Foreign students of Armenian nationality
can use the right to study loan with the
recommendation of the relevant faculty and
the decision of the Rector of the University,
taking into account high progress (in the
case of a score of 81 and above), academic
success, initiatives aimed at increasing the
reputation of the University.

1.5. Tuition fee compensation in the form of
a loan is given to students who have been
admitted to the university based on the
results of the competition, who have high
progress in the results of the academic year,
who are socially insecure, who are residents
of border communities receiving social
support, who have participated in military
operations, who have been admitted with
purposeful training in majors of priority and
importance for the state, and who have other
status according to the legislation of the
Republic of Armenia and in cases provided

by this regulation.

1.6. The RA Government approves the list
and number of specialties in the fields of
priority and importance for the state, and
also compensates the loans of these students
in  accordance with the established

procedure.
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2. PROCEDURE AND TERMS OF
ALLOCATION OF STUDENT LOANS

2.1. The student loan is a full or partial
reimbursement of the student's tuition fees
at the expense of funding from the RA state
budget, financial resources of the University,
foundations and other  organizations,
individuals, as well as other sources not

prohibited by RA legislation.

2.2. The university provides full and partial
reimbursement of tuition fees in the form of
a loan, on a competitive basis, depending on
the total number of students in groups,
including: (Appendix 1)

2.3. Applicants who scored 91 or higher in
each exam subject can claim full (100%)
tuition reimbursement.

2.4. applicants who have obtained a score of
81 or higher in each exam subject can claim
a partial (50%) tuition fee reimbursement.

2.5. Javakh-Armenian and Artsakh-Armenian
applicants, as well as those applicants who,
being foreign citizens, have left high school
in the RA and have an education graduation
certificate issued by the RA Ministry of
Education and Culture can participate in the
competitive university admission examination
with the full-time education program under
the Bachelor's educational program with

tuition fee compensation.

2.6. Full tuition reimbursement is provided
to students who are currently enrolled in the
Master's education program based on the
number of free admission places allocated by
the state. The specified places are distributed
equally to the specialties existing at the
university, based on the student's high

progress.

2.7. The university provides partial tuition
reimbursement in the form of a student loan
to at least ten percent of the students
studying in paid educational system, in the
amount of at least seven percent of the
budget generated from student fees, at its
own expense, based on high progress and
social group, in the presence of relevant
documents:

a) socially insecure students (families with a
score higher than the marginal score of
family insecurity) - 30 percent,

b) 50 percent for students left without
parental care after turning 18 until turning
23,

c) 50 percent for uniparental (single-parent)
students under the age of 23,

2.9.GPA is calculated using the knowledge
evaluation scale operating in the University
(accuracy to the hundredth). In case of equal
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indicators, the points are calculated without
rounding. According to the progress of the
GPA, the list of students entitled to full and
partial reimbursement of the tuition fee of
the given specialty of the given course is
formed.

2.10. The educational department observes
and, if necessary, makes corrections and
adjustments in the lists of full and partial
reimbursement of the tuition fee, after which
it is presented to the Academic Council of
the University for discussion.

2.11. The lists approved by the Scientific
Council are published on the notice boards
of the relevant faculties within two days.

2.12. The student loan is granted based on
the application of the student or his legal
representative and the necessary documents
certifying the status of the beneficiary
(passport, identification card, birth, death,
marriage certificates, secondary education
graduation certificate, conclusion of the
medical and social examination, conclusion of
the medical expert committee, draft and
recruitment service of the RA Defense
Ministry certificate, certificate of incapacity
for work, certificate of the territorial body
social  services, after

2.14. A student with two or more statuses
and claiming multiple benefits has the right
to use a single benefit providing the
