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REGULATION
ON DEVELOPMENT AND APPROVAL OF
COURSE SYLLABUS

1. GENERAL PROVISIONS

1.1 Course syllabus is a document that is
produced for each course based on the
requirements set out in the professional
educational program and curriculum.

1.2 Course syllabus defines:

a) course description,

b) the learning outcomes of the course and
their alignment with the PEP,

c) course topics and their alignment with the
learning outcomes of the course,

d) course evaluation according to factors and
weights,

e) course content, assigned tasks and course
teaching, assessment methods and rubrics.

1.3. Course syllabus is developed based on the
following principles:

1) compliance with higher professional state
education standards;

2) compliance with modern requirements of
science, education and teaching methods;

3) compliance of goals and objectives of study
course with the mission and goals of education
programs.

2. COURSE SYLLABUS STRUCTURE

2.1. Cover sheet (See Appendix 1). It should
include the following data:

1) Name of the University,

2) Name of Chair,

3) Name of the specialty, code

4) Name of the course, code,
5) The author's full name, scientific
degree, title.

2.2 Course Description

2.2.1 Course description includes the duration
of the course, the number of credits and hours
allocated to the course, the educational block,
the forms of testing the competences obtained
from the course, the entry requirement, the
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purpose of the course and the necessary
resources.

2.2.2 In the taught period section, the course
and semester in which the given course will be
taught is filled in.

2.2.3 Credits
allocated to the course section presents the

and number of hours
credit values and number of hours according
to the types of lesson.

2.2.4 In the education block section, it is
filled in which educational block the given
course is defined.

2.2.5 In the knowledge test section, test
forms are filled in, for example, practical
tasks/ongoing tests, mid-term and final tests.

2.2.6 In the entry requirement section, the
initial requirements for studying the given
course are filled in.

2.2.1 Course goal is a general formulation of
teaching
formulated from the lecturer's point of view,

and learning intentions and
presenting the most important points and
peculiarities of the course. Purpose indicates
what the teacher is teaching within the course.
Definition of a goal can be started with the
following verbs:

develop, assist,

inform, introduce, design, prepare, produce,

provide,

promote, support and so on.

2.2.8 The necessary resources section
the data
informational, technical and human resources.

presents on educational,
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2.2.2 Course learning outcomes are the

range of knowledge, skills, and abilities
expected from the student that demonstrates
what the student should know, understand and
be able to do at the end of the course. The
formulation of outcome should begin with a
verb that shows an active action, avoiding
verbs as: knowing, learning, being aware,
understanding, comprehending, mastering.
Course learning outcomes must be aligned
with NQF and EQF descriptors. The learning
outcomes of the course should be formulated
so that the student's acquisition of knowledge,
abilities and skills can be demonstrated,
If the

purpose of the course is to gain a basic

observed, measured and evaluated.

knowledge of the material, the learning
outcomes should be presented as follows:
reproduce, characterize, recall, enumerate,
describe, explain, discuss. Course learning
outcomes of general professional and
specialization should be presented in verbs of:
solve, implement, evaluate, develop, define,

compare, calculate, plan.

2.2.3 When developing and amending a
course syllabus, it is necessary to match the
learning outcomes with the ones of the PEP. In
order to ensure the achievement of the
learning outcomes of the PEP and the course,
a mapping is carried out, which clearly reflects
which course topics and learning outcomes are
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set in order to achieve the expected learning
outcomes of PEP.

2.2.11 In the section of Evaluation of the final
results of the course the course evaluation
factors and weights are presented. The rubrics
specified in the "EUA Grading Policy and
Grading Rubrics" are used for the assessment
of the assignments, according to the specifics
of the course.

2.2.12 The course content section presents
the topics, the number of hours allocated to
them, a brief description of the topic, teaching
and evaluation methods, rubrics according to
tasks.

2.3. The questions covering Midterm and Final
test topics are completely presented in the
section of Midterm and Final Tests.

2.4 The educational literature section
presents the list of literature necessary for

mastering all topics of the course.

2.5 In the section of List of individual
Papers or Research Projects the list of
individual papers or research projects
covering all topics of the course is presented

in the section.

3. COURSE APPROVAL PROCEDURE
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3.1 The development of the course syllabus is
considered as a methodical work of the
lecturer and is included in educational and
methodological functions of the chair.

3.2 Syllabus deadlines are set by the chair,
being ratified by chair session.

3.3 Course syllabus is approved by EUA
Scientific Council with the recommendation of
the appropriate chair.

3.4 All syllabuses approved by EUA Scientific
Council must be available to students during
the week preceding the course.

4. COURSE EVALUATION
4.1 Quality assurance of the course syllabus is

implemented by the relevant professional
chair.

4.2 The the
development and implementation of syllabus

vhair regularly monitors

and takes action to prevent schedule violations.

4.3 The relevant professional chair regularly
discusses the course syllabuses in chair
sessions for continuous improvement.

4.4 In order to evaluate the syllabus, Head of
the Chair conducts lesson observations for the
purpose of  assessing the
professionalism, in compliance with

lecturers'
the
academic program and the material presented
in practice, and monitoring the students'
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learning of the material. The results of lessons
observations are discussed with the lecturer
and the main conclusions are discussed at the
chair.

4.5 Head of the Chair supervises and evaluates
the compliance of syllabus with the modern
requirements of higher education and science
development, modern methods and
technologies, and the requirements of the

professional education program.

4.6 The Chair examines and evaluates the
content of the syllabus, the possibilities for
achieving the outcomes, the methods of
learning and assessment, and the quality of
teaching.
