PROJECTS AND INDIVIDUAL ASSIGNMENT
PAPERS AT THE EUA

1. GENERAL PROVISIONS
1.1 This the
preparation, defense, evaluation and appeal

order is intended for
of the individual paper/research project set
by Bachelor’s degree programs for full-time
studies and the individual assignment paper
for part-time studies.

1.2 The preparation, defense, evaluation and
appeal of individual paper/research project
(in case of full-time learning) and individual
assignment paper (in case of part-time
learning) at theEUA is regulated by this
order, other orders arising from this order
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and methodological guidelines.

1.3 Individual paper is an independent work
in which the student poses concrete
objectives and solves them.

1.4 The individual paper is assigned to the
full-time student and aims to check the level
of assimilation of the student's professional
theoretical and practical knowledge, to form
skills and abilities that develop independent,
creative thinking.

1.5 The research project is assigned to the
full-time student and aims to test the
student's skills and abilities to carry out
research work, develop a project,
demonstrate innovative approaches, analyze
collected information and present research
results.

1.6 The individual paper is assigned to the
part-time student and aims to check the
student's ability to independently apply
theoretical knowledge, creative and analytical
skills.

1.7 In the individual paper/ research project
(in case of full-time learning) should be
presented:

e justification of the chosen topic,
e description of the work process,
e conclusions and recommendations.
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1.8 In the individual assignment paper (in the
case of part-time learning) should be
presented:

« job description,

« description of the work process,

« work results.

2. PREPARATION OF INDIVIDUAL PAPERS
/ RESEARCH PROJECTS (IN CASE OF
FULL-TIME LEARNING) AND INDIVIDUAL
ASSIGNMENT PAPERS (IN CASE OF PART-
TIME LEARNING).

2.1 The topics of individual papers/research
projects (in the case of full-time learning) and
individual assignment papers (in the case of
part-time learning) are determined and
approved by the syllabi of the course at the

beginning of the academic year.

2.2 The topics of individual papers/post-
graduation projects (in the case of full-time
learning) and individual assignment papers
(in the case of part-time learning) are given
to the students to choose from by the course
lecturer at the beginning of the semester.

2.3 The deadline for submission of individual
papers/postgraduate projects (in the case of
full-time learning) and individual assignment
papers (in the case of part-time learning) is
set by the course lecturer no later than two
weeks before the exam period of the given
semester.

3. REQUIREMENTS FOR INDIVIDUAL
PAPERS/RESEARCH PROJECTS AND
INDIVIDUAL ASSIGNMENT PAPERS
3.4 The volume of individual papers/
research projects should be at least 10 pages,
the volume of individual assignment paper
should be at least 7 pages. This requirement
can be customized based on the specifics of

the profession.

3.5 The individual paper/ research project
and individual assignment papers are done
by MS WORD program.

3.6 The following dimensions (Page Setup
and Paragraph) of individual paper/research
individual

project and assignment paper

pages are defined (see table 1).

3.9 In all references, citations, the author,
the title of the work, the place of publication,
the year and the page(s) should be indicated
in the original language. When making links
from electronic materials, it is necessary to
cite the address of the electronic site, the
specific page, the title of the material, as well
as the date of last viewing.

3.10 The pages of individual paper/ research

project and individual assignment paper
should be numbered at the bottom of the
page, orientation - right. Title page and

contents pages are not numbered.

4.4 The individual paper/research
project and student self-study has the

following structure.

« Conclusions and recommendations,
« References

5. EVALUATION OF INDIVIDUAL
PAPER/RESEARCH PROJECT AND
INDIVIDUAL ASSIGNMENT PAPER

5.4 The lecturer carries out the assessment
of individual paper/research project and
individual assignment papers in an objective
and transparent manner, in accordance with
EUA assessment policy and assessment

rubrics.

5.5 The individual paper/ research project (in
the case of full-time learning) and individual
assignment paper (in the case of part-time
learning) are evaluated with a 100-point
grading system (Appendix 3).

5.6 In case of full-time learning, individual
papers/research projects are subject to oral
defense according to Clause 6 of this
regulation. The grades of the latter are
